8.0, 2223.—Whereas on the publication of the notification
of the Government of India in the then Ministry of Energy
(Department of Coal) number S.0. 124(E), dated the 7th
February, 1990 in the Gazette of India Extraordinary Part 11,
Section 3, Sub-section (ii), dated the 7th February, 1990, issued
under sub-section-(1) of section 9 of the Coal Bearing Areas

{Acquisition and Development) Act, 1957 (20 of 1957) (fre-
inafter referred to as the said Act), the lands and all rights
in or over such land described in the Schedule anpended to
the said notification (hereinafter referred to as the said lands
vested absolutely in the Central Government free from all
encumbrances under sub-section (1) of section 10 of the said
Act;

And, whereas, the Central Government is satisfied that
the Western Coalfields Limited, Nagpur (hereinafter referred
to as the Government Company) is willing to comoly with
such terms and conditions as the Central Government thinks
fit to impose in this behalf ;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by
sub-section (1) of section 11 of the said Act, the Central
Government hereby directs that the said lands and all rights
in or over such land so vested shall, with effect from the
7th February, 1990, instead of continuing to so wast in the
Central Government, vest in the Government company, sub-
ject to the following terms and conditions, namely :—

(1) the Government company shall reimburse the Central
Government all payments made in respect of com-
pensation, interest, damages and the like as deter-
mined under the provisions of the said Act;

(2) a tribunal shall be constituted for the purpose of
determining the amounts payable to the Central
Government by the Government Company under
condition (1) and all expenditure incurred in con-
nection with any such tribunal and persons appointed
to assist the tribunal shall be borne by the Govern-
ment company and similarly, all expenditure in-
curred in respect of all legal nroceedings like appeals
etc. for or in connection with the rights, in or over
the said lands, so vesting shall also be borne by
the Gevernment Company ;

(3) the Government company shall indemnify the Central
Government ‘or its officials against any other ex-
penditure that may be necessary in connection with
any proceedings by or against the Central Govern-
ment or its officials regarding the rights in or over
the said lands se vesting ;

(4) the Government company shall have no power to
transfer the said lands fo any other persons without
thtz1 previous approval of the Central Government ;

(5) the Government company shall abide by such direc-
tions and conditions as may be giv:n or imposed
by the Central Government for particular areas of
the said lands as and when necessary.

2225.—Whereas by virtue of the section 3 of the
Auroville Foundation Act, 1988 (54 of 1988) on the appoint-
ed day, so much of the Undertakings of the society, trust
and body mentioned in the schedule to the said Act, as
form part of, are relatable to Auroville and the right, title
and interest of the society, trust and body, in relation to
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such Undertakings, were transferred to, and vested in the
Central Government ;

And, whereas, the Government of India in the Ministry of
Human Resource Development vide No. S.0. 480 dated the
29th January, 1991 published in part Il section 3, sub-section
(ii) in the Gazette of India notified the establishment of the
Auroville Foundation in exercise of its power under sub-
secion (1) of section 10 of the said Act.

Now in exercise of powers conferred by sub-section (1)
of section 6 of the said Act, the Central Government hereby
directs that the Undertakings and the right, title and the
interest of the society, trust or body in relaion to Aurelec
Trust, Auroville (Aurolec Data Processing Systems & Prisma
Advertising Agency) which had vested in the Central Govern-
ment under section 3 of the said Act, shall instead of con-
tinuing to vest in the Central Government, vest in the
Aurnville Foundation with effect from the 1st day of
September, 1993,
